Facility: The DIII Girls Basketball Sectionals at Northridge will be played in the High
school Gym, located at Door 2 (Next to the Ice burg)

Admission: Doors will open one hour before the start of the first game. Tickets will be
online and cash will be accepted at the door. Adult ticket will be $8.00, and student
tickets will be $5.00. No passes will be accepted at the gate.

Fan Entrance: All fans must enter through the Door #2 to enter the gym.

Fan Parking: Fans may park in the parking lot in front of the school and across
Timber Lane.

Directions: From 75 south — get off exit 58, Turn Left at the light. Come over the
Bridge. Take a left at the light onto Payne Ave, take a right onto Polar bear Way. The
make a quick left and a right onto Timber lane. Then take a right onto the bus lane in

From 75 North — Take Exit 58 Needmore. Take a right at the light, then take a quick left

at Payne ave. take a right onto Polar bear Way. The make a quick left and a right onto
Timber lane. Then take a right onto the bus lane in front of Door #2
